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National Assessment Program in Literacy and Numeracy

The National Assessment Program in Literacy and Numeracy
(NAPLAN) results for 2015 have been released. Parents of students in
Year 3 & 5 have received the NAPLAN reports. Congratulations to the
students on their excellent results! We are very proud of you all!

Here are the facts

In all areas of testing (Reading, Writing, Language Conventions
and Numeracy) the school average in both Year 3 and Year 5 was
better than the national average!

In the 10 areas tested across Years 3 & 5 our school had a greater
percentage of students in the top three bands compared to
Diocesan schools and State schools in 8 areas!

The Assumption of the Blessed Virgin Mary
